Kelly says that the relationship with Generous Adventures will be helpful in funding the continuation of a breakthrough research study announced by the IBCRF in late 2002. The research results suggested that patients with breast cancer treated with simultaneous mastectomy and ovary removal (oophorectomy) followed by tamoxifen fared differently over time depending on when during the menstrual cycle the combined operation took place. “If surgery takes place during the second half of the menstrual cycle (the luteal phase), disease free survival rates after five years increase by about 28%,” states Dr.. Richard Love, the President of IBCRF.
