Auctioning eco-tours to the highest bidder, the site donates part of its proceeds to environmental advocates and individuals needing lifesaving medical help. Here's how it works: Eco-aware tour companies donate trips to Generous Adventures, which auctions them to the highest bidder. Many of the tours -- more than 150 last week, ranging from a hill-tribe trek through northern Thailand to a weekend at a Santa Fe B&B -- are sold for below list price. Trips are organized by category (Resorts & Lodging, Nature & Wildlife, etc.), or you can search by location. The current beneficiary is Waterkeeper Alliance, a citizens' group protecting rivers and bays throughout North America.
